1. BEHAVIOR

You all have been in school for several years, and as seventh graders you have had a year of experience in the middle school.  Therefore you all know how to behave in a classroom setting.  You should have developed the ability to self-monitor your grades, homework, and control yourselves.  You will be expected to do so in this class.  


ALWAYS ask yourself, “Is what I am about to do appropriate?”  

Some ways that you can always be sure to be appropriate in class are:

· Follow all directions.

· Do not speak while ANYONE else is speaking.

· Keep all hands, feet, and objects to self.

· No swearing, teasing, or put-downs.

2. CLASSROOM PROCEDURES


What do I do if I forget my pencil or pen?


Sign one out from the cart.  Return it at the end of class.  Failure to return the pencil will result in loss of borrowing privileges.

What do I do when I come in the room?

a. Take out your supplies and homework and open your agenda to that day.

b. All classes will start with homework assignments copied off the board.  If there is no homework, write the word NONE in your agenda.  While this is being done I will be walking around checking the previous night’s homework and stamping the homework assignment that was written in the agenda for that day.  

c. You will complete the DO NOW activity.  After everyone is settled we will go over the homework and the DO NOW.  

What do I do if I need to leave the classroom

I will sign the passport in your agenda.  The agenda must be taken with you.  No agenda means that you will not leave the classroom.  

What do I do if I am late?

Give me your tardy slip, or if you don’t have one sign the tardy log on the cart.  

What are the procedures for group work?

a. Follow the directions given for the activity

b. Each member is responsible for their own job and the results of the team.

c. If you have a question ask someone in your group first.  If no one knows the answer, pick one person to raise a hand to ask for help.  

d. You must be willing to help a group member if and when they need it.

Where can I find assignments when I come back from an absence?

In the absent folder, which can be found in the tray that corresponds to your period.  

What do I do if I finish my work early?

Read a book, update your binder with any missing assignments, study vocabulary, or make up any missing work.

What do I do if I need extra help, have a personal concern, or would like to request a conference?

Write me a note and put it in your class tray.  I will read these daily and respond.  

What do I do before I leave the room at the end of class?

AFTER you have been given instructions to do so, clean up and put your materials away.  Put ALL supplies, materials, and equipment back in the appropriate place.  DO NOT get ready to leave early.  

Remain at your assigned seat until the bell rings and you are dismissed.  

3. CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS

1. It is the objective of this school to educate students in an atmosphere of SELF-DISCIPLINE and a high standard of BEHAVIOR.  Each student has the RIGHT to expect an appropriate environment conducive to learning.  Each student has the RESPONSIBILITY to refrain from disobedience, misconduct, or other behavior that would lead to any physical harm, or to the disruption of the educational process.  

2. For safety violations in a lab, a SAFETY TICKET will be issued.  The first ticket will constitute a warning.  Upon receiving three tickets all lab privileges will be suspended until a conference with, parents, administrators, student, and teacher has taken place.  The teacher reserves the right to suspend lab privileges ON THE SPOT due to inappropriate or dangerous behavior.  

3. If you are absent you are responsible for checking with the teacher within two days of returning to school or face loss of makeup privileges.  Generally you are allowed one week from the last day you were absent to turn in all late work and make up tests and quizzes.  PLEASE understand there are several labs that cannot be made up after school.  You are still responsible for material covered in a missed lab.  

4. All homework must be completed on time.  NO LATE HOMEWORK is accepted.  Homework will be reviewed during class.  

5. Tardiness will not be accepted.  Students who are tardy to class three or more times during a marking period will be assigned detention.

6. COME PREPARED! Bring your binder, folders, pens, and pencils to class EACH DAY.
